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The core responsibility of the APOCP and the UICC-
Asian regiona Office for Cancer Control (UICC-ARO)
is to publish the Asian Pacific Journal of Cancer
Prevention, presently as an electronic journal with
quarterly preparation of Mini-Abstract files. Thedecision
to adopt electronic publication was madein consideration
of publication and postage costs and the increasing
numbers of papers published in the journal. The fact that
the APJCP is accessible on both PubMed and Science
Citation Index Expanded means that the international
profileisnow well established. Thetotal number of papers
accepted for 2008 was 160, detail sasto countriesof origin
and fields covered being provided in Table 1.

We might still wish for more papers relevant to
smoking control and anumber of countries have not been
active, either in their total research output (like the Arab
countries, Central Asia, South Asia other than India and
Pakistan, many countries of South-East Asia) or because
of very few submissionsto the APJCP (Korea, Chinaand
to avery large extent Japan).

Research Meetings

The second aim of the APOCP/ UICC-ARO is to
participate in and organize meetings. As arepresentative
of the UICC, Malcolm Mooretook part in the International
Atomic Energy Agency organized imPACT visit to Sri
Lanka on January 14-18th. In February-March a fact-
finding mission to Kazakhstan and Kyrgyzstan was
conducted, with aview to planning of aresearch meeting
for Central Asiain 2009. On April 17-19th there was a
UICC-ARO co-sponsored meeting on Nutrition and
Cancer in Izmir, Turkey. Representation was also made
at the UICC World Cancer Congress in Geneva, August
27th-31<t, and an Asian Cancer Registry Network Meeting

Asia Pacific Conference on Halth Policy and Planning in
am Era of Emerging Technology and Cancer, organized
by the Ministry of Health, Malaysia, the UICC-ARO co-
organized a Breast Cancer Consortium Research
Conferencewiththe University of MalayaMedical Center.
Thiswas attended by almost 150 del egatesfrom 7 coutries
in the region.

Research Projects

Another area of activity for the UICC-ARO is in
developing research projects, applying for funding and
conducting research. In 2008 funding was obtained from
the BUPA Foundation in England for support of ‘Multi-
professional Intervention and Training for Ongoing
Volunteer-based Community Health Programs in the
North-East of Thailand’ in collaboration with colleagues
from Khon Kaen University. Originaly envisaged as a
UICC-ARO project it hasbeentransfered to the University
for Management because of thelegal status of the UICC-
ARO.

Future Prospects

Sincethe UICC-ARO isnow housed within the JFCR
Cancer Ingtituteit is hoped that funding can be raised for
the JFCR Cancer Institute NGO but specifically for use
by UICC-ARO. A important liaison is with Hideyuki
Akaza of Tsukuba University whoiis the President of the
Asian Pacific Cancer Congress meeting which is
scheduled for November of 2009. The theme is ‘ Cancer
Control - Setting the Focus on Unique Asian-Pacific
Contributions’. Keun-Young Yoo and Malcolm Moore
also recently visited Turkey to meet with Murat Tuncey,
President of the APOCP, to discuss the next General
Assembly Conference, to be held in Istanbul in April,
2010. Then the theme will be ‘Bridging Continents for
Cancer Control’. | look foward to seeing all the members
of theAPOCPat one or both of these eventsand, asaways,
continuing to receive submissions of novel research
findings to the APJCP.
